Only the above listed races are permitted and sanctioned by USA Cycling. No other races or activities at the event are sanctioned by USA Cycling.
Circuit:  1.5 kilometers around National Life complex: A 300 meter long downhill, sharp right hander, winding 350 meter uphill section in two steps, and a flat straightaway to the start/finish . Free Lap rule. No neutral support.

Formats:  The “C” Clinic is an escorted pack ride led by experienced racers to learn cornering and pack skills. The “B” race is a conventional race for entry level, category IV-V male and women III-IV racers.
